The clubgolf vision is part of Scotland’s 
commitment to Golf which underpinned the 
successful bid to host the Ryder Cup in 2014. 

Structured Coaching Programme 

clubgolf offers structured coaching programmes 
delivered by appropriately qualified and licensed 
coaches.  It links with a player development 
pathway starting at entry level. 

 

A substantial base of volunteer coaches (PGA 
trained) is required to deliver the early stages of 
the programme to large numbers of participants. 

As children progress they will 
be coached by PGA 
Professionals in later stages. 

clubgolf’s manuals are fully 
endorsed by the PGA and are 
supplied to all coaches in a 
user-friendly CD-ROM format. 

By recruiting club members as 
volunteer coaches, clubgolf seeks to offer 
participating children a welcome into golf clubs, 
whilst retaining a focus on safety and fun during 
their introduction to golf. 

Club and Programme Development 

clubgolf programmes ran at 273 locations during 
2009. We aim to grow the number of clubgolf 
centres further, at the same time working with 
participating clubs to develop and improve their 
established programmes. 

We focused our work on some key development 
areas in 2009: 

� clubgolf in Scotland’s cities 

� Coach mentoring & coach development 

� More children participating in Stages 2 & 3 

� More engagement with PGA professionals 

Key Targets for 2010 

We are now aiming at these targets as we 
progress towards the strategic clubgolf goals: 

In 2010 we expect to have: 

- 41,000 new children introduced to golf by 
playing firstclubgolf in P5 

- 12,000 children in club coaching 
programmes including 3,000 girls 

- 350 new volunteer coaches trained, and an 
active volunteer workforce of 1,400 

- 100 PGA professionals working with clubgolf 

- 300 venues delivering clubgolf coaching 

- A new Strategy (2010-2014) in place 

Current Projects and Priorities 

Where clubgolf is well developed we work with 
Area associations to maximise opportunities for 
talented young golfers to progress.  Over the 
next 2 to 3 years we expect to engage with other 
SGU Areas and SLGA Counties. 

Building on a pilot Disability golf club (already 
established), we plan to identify other centres 
that can offer coaching and appropriate 
pathways to some disability groups. 

Encouraged by recent successes at improving 
access to golf in urban areas, we will continue to 
focus on growth in Scotland’s major cities, and 
on developing opportunities for children from all 
social backgrounds to play golf.  

We continue to reinvest in our  volunteer coach 
network, and offer various opportunities aimed at 
coach retention and development.

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Recent Growth 

All Scottish local authorities plan to offer 
firstclubgolf in 2010.  The introductory game is 
due to run in 1824 of Scotland’s 2161 primary 
schools (plus three independent schools). 

 

77% of Scotland’s P5 children will receive an 
introduction to golf in school this year. 

 

The number of golf clubs and facilities offering 
clubgolf coaching programmes continues to grow 
well beyond the original target of 200. 

 

Note: from 2007 only centres that actually delivered coaching are 
counted (earlier totals include all centres reported as ‘signed-up’ to 
clubgolf). 

 

Working closely with the PGA we have built a 
substantial workforce of active volunteer 
coaches, qualified at Level 1 or higher and 
licensed to coach. 

 

This has enabled golf clubs and facilities across 
Scotland to offer a structured, progressive 
coaching programme to young golfers.
